The Ability to Recognize
Jesus as the Christ

In Luke's Gospel those who should
recognize Jesus don't, and those who

shouldn't do

v Should: People from Nazareth,
Religious Leaders, Disciples
(8:22-25), John (7:18-23)

v Shouldn't: Unclean Spirits 4:34 &
8:28, Roman Centurion 7:1-10, Sinful
Woman 7:36-50, Wind and Waves
8:22-25,



The Rejection and
Acceptance of Jesus

» Nazareth — 4:16-30, why?e

> 4:42-44

» Jairus — Ruler of the Synagogue
» Herod 9:7-9

» Pharisees, Scribes, Lawyers —reject
pecause of who Jesus hung with,
His violation of their interpretation of
the Sabbath laws, Forgiveness of
SiNS




Messianic Secrecy

Most prevalent in the Gospel of Mark,
but also seen in Luke, Is the curious
command of Jesus to keep his
identity secret:

v 4:35, 4:41, 514

v Purpose of parables 8:9,10
v John 7:20-22

v Disciples 92:21, 9:45 v. 9:28-36
v Legion 8:39
